Youth in Praise

What a glorious blessing it was on “"Boxing Day” Tuesday December 27th when we
hosted youth from nine area churches who came together for a day of fellowship,
fun, and praise - all centred on Jesus! Traditionally this day during the holiday
season is reserved for giving of presents to family and friends — but we chose this
day so that they would continue to focus on Christ - the greatest gift we have ever
been given!

This was the kick-off event for the start of a new ministry, “Youth in Action” to
encourage Christian teens to get radical by standing firm in their beliefs, stretch
beyond their own denomination for fellowship and to intentionally reach out to the
un-saved youth in our area. Our Timothy’s, Kenrick Spencer and Kenroy Blackwood
along with the Youth Presidents from the area churches are combining their
energies into this ministry to be directed from Bethel.

We had over 160 in attendance at the event where throughout the day many
games, activities and competitions took place. The youth from all the denominations
were inter-mixed together so they would have a chance to meet their fellow
Christian peers. A true picture of 1Corinthians 12:12 that reads “The body is a unit,
though it is made up of many parts; and though all its parts are many, they form
one body. So it is with Christ.”

At the end of the day we gathered in the chapel and each youth group presented a
musical item or skit and charged into a powerful time of Praise & Worship! Dean
challenged them in his message to be bold in their witness. This was truly a great
day!

But that is not the end of the story, because something only God could have
orchestrated happened that day! This was a closed event - just for the members of
the local youth groups who had to present a free ticket to attend. From the

beginning of the day when the music began playing, sounds of laughter and fun
could be heard, and the smell of jerk chicken filled the air - many unsaved youth in
the district came to the gate and wanted to come in. This gave us a great
opportunity to share our faith with them and communicate that the only way they
will be able to get into heaven is by accepting Jesus Christ as their Lord and
Saviour.

This was a reality check for them straight from the parable of the ten virgins Jesus
told in Matthew 25: 11-12. “Later the others also came. 'Sir! Sir!” they said. ‘Open
the door for us!’ but he replied, 'I tell you the truth, I don’t know you.” What a
visual for the youth on both sides of the gate! The ones on the outside who for
hours had pleaded and given many reasons for why they should be admitted now
ultimately realizing that all their excuses will never get them into heaven - only
faith in Christ Jesus!

The Christian youth on the inside of the gate saw how many of their friends and
family members could quickly perish if they do not get bold with their witness and
tell everyone they come in contact with about the saving grace of Jesus. Matthew 25
verse 13 tells us “"Therefore keep watch, because you do not know the day or the
hour.” They realized they could be running out of time to reach the lost so they
must make every opportunity count and not be silent!
