Work Permits & Visas

Praise be to God our Father who lovingly provides for all
of our needs! We were each granted another three year
Jamaican Work Permit and Visa! After multiple trips to
Kingston for fingerprinting, police record checks and filing
of quadruple forms and documentation we picked up our
permits last Monday. This required much more paperwork
than three years ago as security measures have been
tightened here since 9/11.

For the past 3 years Bethel has helped in the start- up of
16 clubs in the parish of Manchester and the surrounding
area and assisted them in purchasing their initial books,
shirts & game kits. We encourage each church that holds
a Vacation Bible School summer program to come to an
AWANA introductory session and then decide if they would
like to add this program to their children’s ministry
schedule.

The lower level site excavation is complete after breaking
up and removing several tones of rock. The second level is
now in progress, but work has halted temporarily because
of a Caribbean wide shortage of cement. We have not
been able to pour footings or support columns - but do
have all the steel tied and it is ready when the cement
finally arrives.

Please keep the cement situation in your prayers as this
impacts the entire Jamaican economy and has caused
unemployment in the construction sector across the
island. Hardware stores have also laid off employees since
their sales have plummeted as builders are not buying
lumber, steel or other materials since they cannot proceed
without the cement . . .
